Permission for the online Sillages critiques Journal to publish an article

ARTICLE SUBMISSION AGREEMENT

General Information : Sillages critiques is published by Revues.org, a platform for the
humanities and social sciences, as part of OpenEdition run by the Centre for Open Electronic
Publishing (Cléo), a public and non-profit initiative supported by research organizations. Its
aim is to promote open access digital publishing.

Sillages critiques is now part of the OpenEdition Freemium distribution program: libraries
and institutions subscribing to OpenEdition Freemium for Journals have free and unrestricted
access to the HTML format of articles. Additional services are also provided to subscribing
institutions (for further information : access@openedition.org)

Copyrights : all authors are now asked to authorize publication/distribution by Sillages
critiques. They should be informed of their rights and duties:

a- the duty to submit an original, non-plagiarized article (signature 3)

b- the right to know the Journal rules for authorship (signatures 1- 2)

Authors of a text submitted to Sillages critiques must authorize the journal to publish their
article under a non-exclusive contract cession rights in his/her name and in the names of
his/her co-authors. The contract will be sent before the article is published and can be
downloaded below (see “Attachments”™). The contract states that the cession of authorial
rights is made without payment. Authors grant the journal the right to distribute their article
under a Creative Commons licence. This transfer of rights is non-exclusive, and authors may
publish their contribution later, provided that they mention the reference of their publication
in the journal.

As authors are granting to the Journal on a non-exclusive basis the right to publish the work,
authors are free to post the final version of the manuscript accepted for publication, in an
Open access repository i.e. an open archive, under the Creative Commons licence according
to the Open science rules, after the publication of the work in Sillages critiques. The journal
grants authors the non-exclusive right to post a version of the work in an open archive (i.e. a
sustainable platform giving free access to all without prior registration) upon publication of
the work.

The terms of Sillages critiques license are “CC BY-NC-ND”. It means Sillages critiques is an
academic, not-for-profit publication which maintains universal, unrestricted and free access to
the research carried out in VALE research center. It does not allow the commercial use of
articles published.

The CC BY-NC-ND acronyms refer to the following legal notions:

- Creative Commons (CC) license: “the baseline right to distribute the copyrighted work
worldwide for non-commercial purposes, and without modification”;

- Attribution (BY) : “Licensees may copy, distribute, display and perform the work and make
derivative works and remixes based on it only for non-commercial purposes and only if they
give the author or licensor the credits (attribution) in the manner specified by these”;

- Non-commercial (NC): “Licensees may copy, distribute, display, and perform the work and
make derivative works and remixes based on it only for non-commercial purposes”;

-No Derivative Works (ND): “Licensees may copy, distribute, display and perform only
verbatim copies of the work, not derivative works and remixes based on it”. (for further
